During the festival,
demonstrations of Calligraphy, Henna (the art of temporary tattooing based on
mignonette tree dyes), Ebru (agueous surface design), and other art forms are held.

Everyone. This event is open to the general public. People of all faiths and backgrounds
are welcome.

WHEN IS THE FESTIVAL?
In fall every year. This year the festival is scheduled for the 9" and 10" of November
2024.

The event is free. There is no fee for the visual arts display program. The other
programs may have a fee; check the main festival page.
